	Pursuant to Rule 2-421, you are required to answer the following interrogatories within 30 days or within the time otherwise required by court order or by the Maryland Rules:


	(a) In accordance with Rule 2-421 (b), your response shall set forth the interrogatory, and shall set forth the answer to the interrogatory “separately and fully in writing under oath” or “shall state fully the grounds for refusal to answer any interrogatory.”  The response shall be signed by you. 


	(b)  Also in accordance with Rule 2-421 (b), your answers “shall include all information available” to you “directly or through agents, representatives, or attorneys.”


	(c)  Pursuant to Rule 2-401 (e), these interrogatories are continuing.  If you obtain further material information before trial you are required to supplement your answers promptly. 


	(d)  If pursuant to Rule 2-421 (c), you elect to specify and produce business records of yours in answer to any interrogatory, your specification shall be in sufficient detail to enable the interrogating party to locate and identify the records from which the answer may be ascertained.  


	(e)  If you perceive any ambiguities in a question, instruction, or definition, set forth the matter deemed ambiguous and the construction used in answering. 


Definitions


	In these Interrogatories, the following definitions apply:


	(a)  Document includes a writing, drawing, graph, chart, photograph, recording, and other data compilation from which information can be obtained, translated, if necessary, through detection devices into reasonably usable form. 


(b)  Identify, identity, or identification, (1) when used in reference to a natural person, means that person’s full name, last know address, home and business telephone numbers, and present occupation or business affiliation; (2) when used in reference to a person other than a natural person means that person’s full name, a description of the nature of the person (that is, whether it is a corporation or partnership, etc. under the definition of person below), and the person’s last known address, telephone number, and principal place of business; (3) when used in reference to any person after the person has been properly identified previously means the person’s name; and (4) when used in reference to a document, requires you to state the date, the author (or, if different, the signer or signers), the addresses, and the type of document (e.g. letter, memorandum, telegram, chart, etc.) or to attach an accurate copy of the document to your answer, appropriately labeled to correspond to the interrogatory.


INTERROGATORIES


INTERROGATORY No. 1:  Identify each person, other than a person intended to be called as an expert witness at trial, having discoverable information that tends to support a position that you have taken or intend to take in this action, including any claim for damages, and state the subject matter of the information possessed by that person.


INTERROGATORY No. 2:  Identify each person whom you expect to call as an expert witness at trial, state the subject matter on which the expert is expected to testify, state the substance of the findings and opinions to which the expert is expected to testify and a summary of the grounds for each opinion, and attach to your Answers any written report made by the expert concerning those findings and opinions.


INTERROGATORY No. 3:  If any person carrying on an insurance business might be liable to satisfy part or all of a judgment that might be entered in this action or to indemnify or reimburse for payments made to satisfy the judgment, identify that person, state the applicable policy limits of any insurance agreement under which the person might be liable, and describe any question or challenge raised by the person relating to coverage for this action.


INTERROGATORY No. 4:  Identify yourself and state all names by which you have been known, your date of birth, your marital status, and the identity of your spouse.


INTERROGATORY No. 5:  Describe in detail how the occurrence took place.


INTERROGATORY No. 6: Identify all persons who were witnesses to the occurrence and state their location at the time of the occurrence.


INTERROGATORY No. 7:  This Defendant is to identify the person who wrote the note in the Progress Notes on “_____________” which begins “Resident fall around 9 PM.”  Please identify the individual by name, title, current address and current place of employment.


INTERROGATORY No. 8:  Identify the name and address of the employer that employed the individual identified in the previous Answer.


INTERROGATORY No. 9:  Identify the name and address of your employer while you worked at the Defendant, Name of Defendant, between ____________ and ________________.


INTERROGATORY No. 10:  Identify all persons who were working at the Defendant, Name of Defendant, between ___ p.m. and ______ p.m. on, Date of Injury.  Please identify the individual(s) by name, title, current address and current place of employment.


INTERROGATORY No. 11:  Identify the individual(s) who entered the stairwell and found, Name of Plaintiff, lying on the stairwell bleeding on or about _____ p.m. on Date of Injury.  Please identify the individual(s) by name, title, current address and current place of employment.


INTERROGATORY No. 12:  Identify all individuals who helped clean-up, Name of Plaintiff, Plaintiff’s blood from the stairwell on __________, including the name of the private aid of, Name of Plaintiff,  who is identified in the medical records as helping with the removal of the blood.


INTERROGATORY No. 13: If a report with respect to the occurrence was made in the ordinary course of business, state the date of the report and identify the person who made the report and the custodian.


INTERROGATORY No. 14:  If you contend that the Plaintiffs made any oral statements which constitute an admission with reference to any of the issues raised in this case, state the content of each such statement, the date, the time, the place of each such statement, and the names and occupation of each person who heard each such statement and made each such statement or who otherwise had personal knowledge of the making of each such statement.


INTERROGATORY No. 15: If you contend that any party to this action caused or contributed to the occurrence state concisely the facts on which you rely.


INTERROGATORY No. 16:  If you contend that a person and/or corporation not a party to this action caused or contributed to the occurrence, identify each such person and/or corporation and state concisely the facts upon which you rely.


INTERROGATORY No. 17: State the substance of all discussions concerning, Name of Plaintiff, that you or others in your presence had with any family member of, Name of Plaintiff, from _______________ until the time of her fall down the stairway at approximately _______ p.m. on ___________.  State when and where each discussion took place and identify all persons who were present.


INTERROGATORY No. 18: State whether, at any time during the fifteen year period preceding the date of your Answers to these Interrogatories, you have been convicted of any crime other than a minor traffic offense.  If so, for each conviction identify the court in which you were convicted and state the amount of any fine and the date and length of any incarceration imposed.  For purposes of this Interrogatory, a conviction includes a plea of nolo contendere followed by a sentence, whether or not the sentence is suspended.


INTERROGATORY No. 19: Set forth fully the basis of the statement in your Answer to the Complaint that the Plaintiff was contributorily negligent to the cause of the incident complained of.


INTERROGATORY No. 20:  Set forth fully the basis of the statement in your Answer to the Complaint that the Plaintiff assumed the risk.


INTERROGATORY No. 21: Identify your present occupation and all your employers for the past ten (10) years, the job title and duties assigned at each place of employment; the average number of hours worked per week at each place of employment; the dates and lengths of each employment; reason for leaving each place of employment and the identity of a supervisor or someone in authority from each place of employment who can testify with respect to such information.


INTERROGATORY No. 22:  Identify the policy or policies and/or protocol(s) that applied to this Defendant with regard to management of patients who are at risk of fall at the Defendant, Name of Defendant.  Attach a copy of the policy or policies and/or protocols identified.


INTERROGATORY No. 23:  This Defendant is to identify all person or persons who approved the acceptance of, Name of Plaintiff, to, Name of Defendant, and the date the approval occurred.  Please identify the individual(s) by name, title, current address and current place of employment.


INTERROGATORY No. 24:  Does this Defendant contend that he/she advised, at any time prior to, Name of Plaintiff, fall down the stairwell, Name of Plaintiff or any member of, Name of Plaintiff, family that, Name of Plaintiff, was not an appropriate resident of the, Name of Defendant, and that he/she should be moved out of the Defendant assisted living home.
